Cigarettes

Self-extinguishing* cigarettes are made with paper that burns more slowly than conventional
cigarette paper. Smokers must actively smoke these cigarettes to make them burn, otherwise
they will extinguish. Therefore such cigarettes are less likely to be the cause of accidental
fires.

Canada and several US states have introduced laws requiring all cigarettes sold there to be
self-extinguishing.

In November 2007 the European Commission intends to issue a ‘Decision’ that will permit only
self-extinguishing cigarettes to be sold in the European Union after 2010. This Decision will
trigger a formal request to CEN, in the form of a mandate, to develop a European Standard for
a test method for self-extinguishing cigarettes.

The expected mandate will be issued in the context of the Union directive for general product
safety (2001/95/EC).

ENERGY

Hydrogen and Fuel Cells

In 2004 the Technical Board accepted the EC/EFTA mandate M/349 to carry out a feasibility
study on the topic of hydrogen and fuel cells.

As part of the study a workshop took place in September in Brussels. Over thirty people
attended the workshop, which was aimed at industry experts and professionals actively
working in the area of hydrogen and fuel cells and related topics.

The objective of the workshop was to obtain feed-back on the first results of the mapping and
the enquiry carried out in relation to M/349. These results were presented in two separate
roundtables, focusing respectively on mobile and stationary applications.

The discussions will be used to prepare initial conclusions. In addition, the workshop
represented a first evaluation of the availability and willingness of stakeholders to participate in
any future European or international standardization.

The Framework has recently been updated and currently contains information on
environmental workshops and training, examples of standards that include environmental
aspects (with the full text for some of them), environmental guides and a checklist, as well as
useful links to European environmental policy-related initiatives.

GRAPHICAL SYMBOLS

Coordination

To ensure coordination across industries a dedicated procedure for developing and approving
graphical symbols has been established. ISO has recently revised and published Annex SQ to
the ISO/IEC Directives setting out the Procedures for the standardization of graphical
symbols’.

Within ISO the responsibility for the coordination of the development of graphical
symbols has been divided into two areas, each one allocated to an ISO technical
committee:

ISO/TC 145 — all graphical symbols (except those for use in technical product
documentation);

ISO/TC 10 — graphical symbols for technical product documentation (tpd).

In addition there is coordination with IEC/TC 3 Information structures, documentation
and graphical symbols and with IEC/TC 3/SC 3C Graphical symbols for use on
equipment.

Guidance for CEN technical committees on the preparation of graphical symbols is
given in the CEN Guidance Document Graphical symbols, which can be found at

This Guidance Document notes in particular:

2.3 In the light of improved coordination of work between ISO and CEN and in order to
avoid potential overlap of work and possibilities for diverging specifications, each
CEN/TC should verify through the secretariat of ISO/TC 145 or ISO/TC 10/SC 10 that
each and every graphical symbol it wishes to incorporate in a EN is coordinated within
the entire field of standardized graphical symbols.

CEN technical committees wishing to develop graphical symbols are reminded that
they should coordinate with the relevant ISO committee to ensure not only a good
design of their graphical symbols but also to avoid unnecessary proliferation and
duplication.

MACHINERY

Revised directive

In February the Technical Board asked all technical committees who have developed
European Standards that provide presumption of conformity to the machinery safety directive
to review their published standards and reply to the CEN Management Centre at latest, by 31°
August 2007 stating how they intend to update these standards in line with the revised
directive (2006/42/EC); there being 3 possible routes:

‘simple’ amendment (Type 1);
‘technical’ amendment (Type 2);
revision (Type 3).

Technical committees were also asked to provide the corresponding target dates for
submission of drafts to the CEN Management Centre.

As of 20" September 2007 35 (out of 45) technical committees had replied to CMC indicating
their intended actions in order to modify the adopted standards that provide presumption of
conformity to the machinery directive. The replies state their intentions for dealing with 488 of
the 591 adopted standards and the target dates for the submission of drafts to CMC.

CMC expects to receive the outstanding replies as soon as possible.

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NANOTECHNOLOGY

Mandate
The European Commission and EFTA are involved in a number of initiatives relating to the
development and application of nanotechnologies and nanomaterials.

In order to support this activity they have issued a request to CEN, CENELEC and ETSI, in
the form of mandate M/409 Nanotechnologies, to provide input to contribute to these
initiatives.

The Technical Board has accepted mandate M/409 in September 2007 (resolution BT
C52/2007).

Mandate M/409 asks the European Standards Organizations to establish a proposal for a
work programme for the development of standards in the area of nanotechnologies and
nanomaterials.

In particular it asks CEN, CENELEC and ETSI to investigate, detect and list the current
European Standards which may need to be revised in the light of risks associated with
nanotechnologies and nanomaterials. The fields identified include:

medical applications;

Information and Communication Technologies (ICT);
Energy production and storage;

Materials science / chemical engineering;
Manufacturing;

Food / cosmetics / water / environment;

Security.

Mandate M/409 also asks for the identification of stakeholders in the European Economic
Area that could contribute to the standardization work.

The work requested by the mandate will be carried out by CEN/TC 352 Nanotechnology under
the leadership of BSI (secretary: David Michael; e-mail david.michael@bsi-global.com).

Technical committees who are, or might be, impacted by developments in nanotechnologies
and nanomaterials and those that are involved in the fields listed above are asked to contact
the secretary of CEN/TC 352 or CMC, noting that the deadline for the submission of the
response to EC/EFTA is March 2008.

BT/WG 70 aims to establish a list of sufficiently advanced topics, with justifications for funding
and present it to DG Enterprise and Industry for consideration, in light of EC priorities.

Mandate

In September the Technical Board accepted mandate M/415 in the field of space activities and
created BT/WG 202 Space, under the leadership of DIN to perform the requested work: first to
carry out a feasibility study and secondly to make a proposal for a work programme

BT/WG 202 will:

carry out a feasibility study to identify the current state of play in space standardization,
to identify the priorities for a wide range of elements and applications and the actors
who should participate in each area of work (within 8 months of acceptance of the
mandate);

state the standardization needs and prepare a comprehensive standardization work
programme (in the form of sectorial dossiers) for each identified space sector and
application (within 15 months of acceptance of the mandate).

The European Cooperation for Space Standardization (ECSS) is expected to provide a large
contribution to this work, through BT/WG 202.

In addition CENELEC and ETSI are invited to participate actively in BT/WG 202 as well as
other relevant stakeholders including, but not limited to, those mentioned in the mandate.

Dangerous goods
During its most recent meeting in September 2007, the Joint Meeting RID/ADR/AND* agreed
to reference the revisions of four European Standards.

These revisions are being finalized and can be referenced in the RID and ADR versions of
20009.

Following a request from some Member States, the Joint Meeting RID/ADR/ADN also agreed
to include the references of two European Standards for tanks, on the condition that they will
be adopted before May 2008:

prEN 13094 Tanks for the transport of dangerous goods — Metallic tanks with a
working pressure not exceeding 0,5 bar — Design and construction;

prEN 14025 Tanks for the transport of dangerous goods — Metallic pressure tanks —
Design and construction.
